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June 1, 1909Request to Establish a Parish

St. Mark's made the transition from a "mission” to a parish over the course of twelve years. The Di
of Chicago granted the congregation mission status in June 1900. Over the course of five years, fi

priests from Trinity Episcopal Church, Wheaton, served as piiestisarge of St. Mark's. Finally in Jung

1909 the congregation applied to become a parish. To accomplish this, several things needed to h
at nearly the same time.

In June the congregation petitioned the Diocese for parish status.sikiftgople signed this petition and
thirty-eight people pledged $1136.60 for the support of this new church. The pledge list accompan
the petition to show that there were sufficient financial resources to maintain a parish.

On July 19 the first "annual” meeting was held to formally organize the congregation. The congreg
adopted a constitution and then elected Wardens and a Vestry. Seventeen votes were cast for the
Wardens and Vestry. W. H. Stubbings and John F. McNab served as wardens and the vestrymen
George Beeler, Mangus Hanson, Luther Hiatt, Charles Clare and F. M. Bradshaw. William Pelham
as clerk of the Vestry. The first Vestry meeting begd©0280 pmthat same night. At this first meeting
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the Vestry issued a call to Rev. Herbert Prince to become St. Mark's rector. On July 20 William Pelham

filed the articles of incorporation at the DuPage County Courthouse.

As one of the earliest members, Flora Hiatt, commented in 1932 " St. Mark's became a PARISH Ju
1909. Now we had grown up. We were a Parish! This was a great step for us."

Today, at this point in our history, it is important for us to know the promises made by those first 56
parish members. They were also speaking for us.

"We, whose names are hereunto affixed, deeply sensible of the truth of the Christian religion, and
conscientiously attached to the doctrines, discipline, and worship of the Church now known as the
Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States, and being earnestly desirous of establishing its

authority and securing its holy influence for ourselves, our families, and neighbors, and those to come

after us, do hereby respectfully ask the permission of the Bishop of the Diocese of Chicago, under |
name and title of St. Mark's, Glen Ellyn; and we hereby solemnly promise and declare that the said
shall be forever held and incorporated under the ecclesiastical authority of the Bishop of Chicago, &
his successors in office, and in conformity with the constitution and canons of the Protestant Episcd
Church in the United States of America, and the constitution and canons of the Diocese of Chicago
authority of which we do hereby recognize and bind ourselves to make them a part of the constituti
the parish and to whose liturgy, doctrines, discipline, rites and usages we promise at all times, for
ourselves and successors, corporate obedience and conformity, so help us God.

Furthermore, we solemnly engage and stipulate that all real estate of which the said parish may be
possessed shall be secured forever against alienation from the Church now known as the Protesta
Episcopal Church in the United States of America."

Pumpkin Patch

This October, St. Mark's will once again partner with Pumpkin Patch Fundraisers
(www.pumpkinsusacom). They are a notprofit organization that works with Native American farmers
in New Mexico to provide pumpkins to churches throughout the United Sates. Their idea is simple:

provide and ship the pumpkins at-nost to the church. Volunteers unload, organize;ggtsell and

ultimately clearup and dispose of the remaining stock at the end of October.
The catch? There isn't any. The church collects and accounts for all sales procs
and then sends most of the proceeds (roughly 75%) back to the organization, w
in turn distributes the money to the farmers. St. Mark's has selected PADS as th
